The pandal here, based on the Konark
remple, is an immense chariot drawn by a
quartet of horses rearing their heads
skyward. The pandal, designed by
Kashinath Pal, is made of ply and embel-
lished with designs that use kitchen
ware, including  wooden  spoons,
rolling pins and even traditional kohl-
holders.

The lane, lit up along its entire length
with chaing of blue and yellow bulbs in
the evening, creates gquite an effect.
“These bulbs conswme the least electrici-
